husband at a Going Out of Schoo|

Many men and women
remember their wedding day as
one of the most signi!cant days
in their lives; a day in which they
promised their spouse to 2be true

When a couple becomes en-
gaged, they begin to plan for that
wedding day and all that it entails
invitations, reception, wedding
attire, wedding party, music,
and very importantly a wedding
liturgy. "ey make an appoint-
ment with their parish priest and
are welcomed with open arms
to begin a marriage preparation
process. For some, this initial
interview reminds them that
they are preparing not only for a
awedding® but also for @a life-long
marriage®

In the document Faithful to
Each Other Forever , the United
States Catholic Bishops, state
that @while the Code of Canon
Law (1063) places the responsi-
bility for marriage preparation
upon the pastor, it also mentions
that he should see to it that the
decclesial community® furnishes
assistance in these e#orts.

Pope John Paul Il, likewise
urged that the Christian family
and the whole of the ecclesial
community be involved in the
di#erent phases of marriage
preparation (Familiaris Consor-
tio). What we seek therefore, is
a collaborative e#ort among the
clergy, religious, and laity in all
facets of this (marriage prepara-
tion) work?

Marriage Preparation has
evolved in this country through-
out the years. Couples who |
know that have been married for
60 or more years tell me that thei
marriage preparation consisted
of talking to the parish priest one
time before the wedding.
